The	Jr.	High	Retreat	is	an	annual	province-wide	youth	retreat	for	students	 in	grades	6-8	
sponsored	by	BIC	Canada.	It	will	be	held	in	Beaverton	at	Fair	Havens	Retreat	&	Conference	
Centre.	 Each	 person	 attending	must	 be	 registered	 with	 a	 church	 group	 and	 therefore	
registrations	must	be	sent	in	by	the	youth	leader.	Each	group	is	responsible	for	having	one	
adult	leader	for	every	7	youth.	Youth	are	directly	accountable	to	their	own	adult	leaders.	
The	 registration	 fee	 includes	 accommodations	 and	 4	 meals.	 The	 retreat	 begins	 with	
registration	at	7:00pm	on	Friday	and	concludes	before	lunch	on	Sunday.
